Warning !

· In cot mode, three base height positions are possible. The lowest position is the safest and should 
always be used once the child can sit unaided. 

· The thickness of the mattress should be such that the distance between the top of the mattress and the 
top of the sides should be no less than 500mm with the base in its lowest position and no less than 
200mm with the base in its highest position (indicated by printed line on cot frame). 

· Do not leave anything (large toys etc.) in the cot which could provide a foothold or present a danger of 
suffocation or strangulation. 

· The cot is suitable for a mattress of 1400mm in lenght and 700mm in width. For safety reasons, the 
minimum mattress  size to be used in this cot must be 1380mm in length and 680mm in width.  

· Do not position too close to strong sources of heat e.g. open fires, electric fires or gas fires. 
· Regularly check the security of fittings and ensure there are no loose screws which could trap parts of 

the body, or clothing (e.g. strings, necklaces or ribbons for dummies) which would pose a risk of 
strangulation. 

· Do not use the cot if any part is broken, torn or missing and use only spare parts approved by the 
manufacturer 

· Do not use more than one mattress in the cot 
· The cot shall no longer be used when the child is able to climb out of the cot to prevent injury from falls
