3.	 Close the lid, and press down to lock it.
4.	 Move the switch to I.
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5.	 The light will come on. The kettle will start to heat.
6.	 When the water boils the kettle will switch off.
7.	 To switch off manually, move the switch to O.

BOIL DRY PROTECTION
If your kettle boils dry, a safety cut-out device will automatically switch it off. 
If this happens, unplug your kettle and allow it to cool down until the 
cut-out resets itself. Allowing your kettle to boil dry will shorten the life of 
the element.
