To operate the dishwasher:

Arinsing aid is specially formulated to rinse away food
and detergent residues that can be left behind on your
dishes.

Looking after your appliance

General

Important: Always unplug the appliance from the
power socket during cleaning and maintenance.
* Never use any sharp instruments or abrasive
substances, soap, household cleaner, detergent
or wax polish for cleaning.

» Clean the external surfaces with a damp soft
cloth only.

The filter system consists of a main filter, coarse filter
and fine filter.

e Main filter (1) - Food and soil particles trapped in
this filter are pulverized by a special jet on the lower
spray arm and washed down the drain.

» Coarse filter (2) - Larger items such as pieces of
bones that could clog the drain are trapped in the
coarse filter. To remove an item caught in this filter,
gently squeeze the taps on the top of this filter

and lift it out.

« Fine filter (3) - This filter holds soil and food
residues in the sump area and prevents it from being
re-deposit on the dishes during a cycle.

Cleaning the filter

To clean the coarsefilterand the fine filter, use a
cleaning brush. Reassemble the filter parts as
shown in the figures on the last page and reinsert
the entire assembly in the dishwasher, positioning
itinits seatand pressing downwards.

Cleaning the spray arms

Itis necessary to clean the spray arms regularly for hard
water chemicals will clog the spray arm jets and bearings.
Toremove the upper spray arm, hold the nut, rotate the
arm clockwise to remove it.

Toremove the lower spray arm, pull out the spray arm
upward.

Wash the arms in soapy and warm water and use a soft
brush to clean the jets. Replace them after rinsing them
thoroughly.

Not use for long period

If you are not using the dishwasher for a long period of
time it is recommended to remove the plug, turn off
the water supply and leave the door ajar to prevent
odors from forming within the dishwasher.

Moving the dishwasher
