S  TO CHARGE BATTERY

*Please take the RED charger stopper out from the pump before charging and using.

A-1 RECHARGE THE BATTERIES WITH AC CHARGER
A-1.1 Plug in the AC charger power cord into the pump.

A-1.2 Plug in the AC charger into an AC electrical outlet.
A-1.3 Press “O” to recharge the batteries. Fully charged
10~12 hours before use.

A-1.4 Once the batteries are fully charged, unplug line
cord from power source.

A-2 RECHARGE THE BATTERIES WITH DC POWER SOURCE:

A-2.1 Start the car engine.

A-2.2 Plug in the car charger into a car cigaret lighter outlet and the other end into the pump.
A-2.3 Press “©O” to recharge the batteries. Fully charged 2 hours before use.

A-2.4 Once the batteries are fully charged, unplug line cord from power source.

(74 TO INFLATE ITEMS

% Join nozzle to inflation port.

x Then hold pump against valve of inflatable item and
switch on for inflation/switch off for stop. (the symbol
“-”on the switch means “ON”, “0"means “OFF”).

% The valve of inflatable item should not be obstructed.
otherwise, it could overheat and damage the pump.

% Never use the deflation vent when inflating the item.
% On large items like inflatable boat, king size air mattress,

the pump should fit directly to the valve of inflatable item
for fast inflation. Use the appropriate nozzle for small
valve,such as single-size air mattress,etc.

5 TO DEFLATE ITEMS

% Open the valve of inflatable item.

% Join nozzle to deflation port through the deflation vent,
then insert it in the valve and switch on for deflation /
switch off for stop.(the symbol “-” on the switch means
“‘ON”, “0” means “OFF”).

% The valve of inflatable item should not be obstructed:
otherswise, it could overheat and damage the pump.

% For small valve of inflatable item,it may be prinched
with your fingers to open the flapper of valve and
allow the air to escape.

% For quickly inflating the item with screw valve,unscrew
the safe bolt, then inflate directly with the pump. When
finishing, screw the safe bolt, then remove the top of
the safe bolt for fully inflating the item:for deflation,unscrew the safe bolt to
deflate directly.
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
