Insert 2 small locking
nuts @ into each of the
drawer wraps [ 6 ].

Note: The arrow on the
locking nut must point
towards the hole in the
edge of the panel.

Place the drawer base
into the narrow slot on
the drawer wrap [6].

Fold the wrap around the
drawer base.
