Preparing divider and
shelf

Place divider [ 1] and shelf
[ 2]flat onto the floor with
the fixing holes facing up.

Screw metal dowels @
into one end of shelf[ 2]
as shown.

Do not overtighten

Insert wood dowels @into

panels[1]and[2]as

shown.

Assembling divider

With help, assemble divider

[1] to shelf[2 ] using

Preparing side panels

Place small side panel[ 3]
and large side panel[4 |
flat on the floor with fixing
holes facing up.

Screw metal dowels @)
into large side panel[4 |
as shown.

Note: Screw metal dowels
as far as shown.
Do not overtighten

Insert wood dowels @into

panels [3]and[4 ] as

shown.

Assembling side panels

Carefully locate side panels

[ 3 ]and [4]into position as
shown.

Insert locking nuts @) into
the holes in shelf [2] and
small side panel [3] as
shown.

Turn locking nuts @
clockwise to secure.

Stickers @ can be used
to cover the fixing holes.




Preparing top panel and
base panel

Place top panel [5]and
base panel[ 6 |flat on the
floor with the fixing holes
facing up.

Screw metal dowels @
into both panels as shown.

Note: Screw metal
dowels as far as shown.

Do not overtighten.

Assembling top panel
and base panel

Carefully locate top panel

[5] and base panel [ 6]
into position as shown.

Insert locking nuts @) into
the holes in divider [ 1]and

side panels[ 3 ]and [4] as
shown.

Turn locking nuts @)
clockwise to secure.

Stickers @ can be used
to cover the fixing holes.




Step 7

Repeat Steps 1 to 6 to
assemble the second shelf
unit.

a : Depending on the
configuration of shelves
you select, self adhesive
EVA pads @ can be used
on the base.

b : With help, carefully lift
the shelves into position.

& Warning: The shelves

are heavy. Lift with care.
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Step 8

It is recommended that
the unit is fixed to the wall
to ensure stability.

Assemble wall straps @
to the back edge of top
panel [ 6] using screws

to the desired location.
