Do not use the ceiling fan and open gas heating oppliances in the some room al the same fime.
Itis important that the correct electrical connections are made and that the mounting plale is fiffed
to an adequate ceiling support. Ceiling fans are heavy, so itis imporiant that they should be
suspended securely. If in any doubt about the installation of this product consult a qualified
electrician,

LOCATION

When deciding on the lecation for your ceiling fan make sure that there will be plenty of room for
fhe rolation of the fon blades and that no obstacles are likely to get in their way. The distance
between the fan blades and the floor should be af least 2.3m [7Yzfi),

Remave the upper polystyrene cover from the box. Take the molor out of the box and place it on
the polystyrene cover, or on o soft padded surface to protect if during the installation procedure.
Keep all packing material for future protection in fransit,

INSTALLING THE MOUNTING PLATE

the mounting plate fo a ceiling joist, or an equally secure ceiling structure using the two wood fix-
ifg screws and washers supplied, The support for the mounting plate must be capable of safely
and securely holding the moving weight of the fan. Mote that edditional strengthening of the joist
might be necessary.

2. For best fan performance and safety, moke sure the mounfing plate is fited o a level ceiling
joist or ceiling support. If the mounting position is not level, hord packing material should be used
to make the plate level,

INSTALLING THE FAN

1. Engage one of the screw holes af the fop of the ceiling canopy with the hook on the mounting
plate Figure 2). With the fan suspended in this manner, you can now make the appropriate elec-
trical connections, See the CONNECTION TO THE LIGHTING CIRCUIT section. In addition, the Green
and Tellow Earih wire from fhe ball joint must be connected to the Earth ferminal in the terminal
block supplied.

2. When the electrical connections have been made, take the fan off the hook and slide the ceiling
canopy up the downrod, making sure that the ball joint groove engages with the ceiling canopy
entry hole tab. Slide the bayonet slols in the ceiling canopy onto the screws at either end of the
mounting plate, secure with the four screws provided [Figure 4],

ASSEMBLY OF THE FAN BLADES B

Nafe that the fan blodes are reversible giving the choice of two different finishes. Make your
selection before ossembling the blades.

1. Attach the fan blodes to the blade holder arms. The three smaller screws, washers and nuts
supplied should be used fo attach each blade to each blade holder [Figure 5.

2. Aftach the other end of the blode holder arm fo the fan metor housing using two screws and
washers supplied for each blade holder arm [Figure 5).

These screws should be firmly filed ond the blade holder arm must align itself completely flush
with the fon metor howsing. i

SPEED CONTROL

A pull chain switch confrols the three speed setfings. The operofion of the swilch follows this
order: OFF, HIGH SPEED, MEDIUM SPEED, LOW SPEED and OFF [Figure &),

REVERSE CONTROL

The fan must be switched off before this slide switch, located on the side of the switch housing is
operated.

Swilch upwards for REVERSE winter operofion.

Switch dowrnwards for FORWARD summer operation.

FITTING THE LIGHT

1. Insert 40W candie BC Bulbs inot supplied] into the lompholders. Do not use a higher watlage lamp.
2. Secure lamp shades 1o the switch housing using the screws supplied. Be careful not o over-
fighten these screws - hand fighten only Figure 6).

3. The light is switched on and off by the use of the central pull chain switch on the underside of
the switch housing Figure 6).

Wipe with a soft dry cloth or use a soft brush o remove dust. Care should be taken that no water
of moisture gets info the celling fan, Do not use waler to clean the celling fan

Do not use metal polish or abrasive cleaning moterials on ony port. A small omoun! of furniture
polish can be used to cleon the fan blades. When deaning the fan blades do net apply foe much
pressure on them. It is recommended that you support the ends of the fan blades when you clean
them.

The fan metor is permanently lubricated so it does not require additional o or maintenance.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

Fan will not start

CAUTION: Make sure mains power s switched off belore you carry out these checks,

1. Check the main ond branch dircuit fuses or contact breakers.

2. Check power supply wires to the fon are secure.

3. Check reverse swilch is firmly in the up or down pesition,

Fon sounds nolsy

Allow a break-in pericd of 24 hours. Mos! noises associated with a new fan will disappear after
this period.

1. Check fo make sure oll screws fo the fan moter housing are snug but not overtight.

2. Check mounfing plate screws are fight and securely fitted to ceiling jois! or ceiling support.

3. Check that the screws which attach the blade holder arms are fight.

4. Moke sure the screws securing the lamp shade are finger tight. Check that the lamp is properly
fitted to the lampholder,

5. A dimmer switch should not be fitted to this ceiling fan. If this cefling fan is connected 1o a dim-
mer switch it will make noises when the fan light is switched off. Remove the dimmer switch,

Fan wobbles or shokes excessively

Plegse note that a small amount of wobble is natural ond should not be considered a prablem,
All blades are weighed and grouped by weight. Natural weed varies in density which could
cause the fan to wobble even though all blades are weight matched. The fellowing procedure
should eliminate mos! of the wobbile. Check for wobble after each sten

1. Check that fan blodes are screwed firmly into the blade holder arms

2. Check that oll blade holder arms are fightened securely to the fan housing

3. Most fan wobble problems are coused when blode fracking levels ore unequel. Blade tracking
may be checked simply by use of a length of timber. Flace the timber vertically against the ceiling
and even with the oulside leading edge of the blade. Mark the distance from the edge of the
blode to the ceiling. Turn the blades slowly by hand to check the remaining blades, If o blade is
not in alignment, the blade holder arm may be gently bent up or down to be in-line with the other
blades, Allow the fan fo operate for len minutes fo check if this problem has been solved

4. Make sure the mounting piate is securely fixed 1o the ceiling joist.

5. Check that the ball jsint engages with the groove on the ceiling canopy.



o Do ensure that the ceiling joist or ceiling suppert will hold the moving weight of the ceiling fan,

e Da ensure that oll electrical connections are in accordance with relevant safety and government
regulations.

» Do use or consull a qualified electrician if you are uncertain about wiring this cedling fan.

# Do use o qualified electrician for installation 1o @ concrete ceiling.

* Do switch off the fan before using the reverse swilch.

» Don't use the celling fon and open gos heating appliances in the same room af fhe some time,
ofherwise hormful gases might be circulated.

 Don't fit In rooms where the distance between floor and blades is less than 2.3m 7 Yfil. Allow
at least 500mm between the blade tip and any wall or fumishings.

= Don' fit in bathrooms or areas where the fon might become wet.

= Don't insert anything into the fan blades when they are rotating.

& Don't use a dimmer switch with this ceiling fan. This could demage the dimmer and the fan.

» Don't use this fan with any speed conirol device as it could be a fire risk.

» Don't use the ceiling fan for any ofher purpose than that described in this instruction sheel.

» Don't medify or alter the ceiling fon.
