= with tap water and commercially available detergents and care
products suitable for washing machines.

® in private households and in enclosed spaces in a domestic en-
vironment.

= yp to an altitude of max. 4000 m above sea level.

1.3 Restriction on user group

This appliance may be used by children aged 8 or over and by
people who have reduced physical, sensory or mental abilities or
inadequate experience and/or knowledge, provided that they are
supervised or have been instructed on how to use the appliance
safely and have understood the resulting dangers.

Do not let children play with the appliance.

Cleaning and user maintenance must not be performed by chil-
dren unless they are being supervised.

Keep children under the age of 3 years and pets away from the
appliance.
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1.4 Safe installation

/A WARNING - Risk of electric shock!

Incorrect installation is dangerous.

» Connect and operate the appliance only in accordance with the
specifications on the rating plate.

» Connect the appliance to a power supply with alternating cur-
rent only via a properly installed socket with earthing.

v At lower temperatures, the appli-
ance consumes less energy. For
light to normal soiling, lower tem-
peratures than indicated on the
care label are also sufficient.

Set the maximum spin speed if you
want to dry the laundry in the tumble
dryer afterwards.

v The drier the laundry, the shorter
the programme duration when dry-
ing which, in turn, reduces energy
consumption. A higher spin speed
reduces the residual moisture in
the laundry and increases the
volume of the spin noise.

Wash the laundry without prewash.
