Your CHALLENGE hedge trimmer has been designed for trimming light foliage and is intend for DIY use only.

The device is not allowed to be used in public gardens, parks, sports centers or at roadsides as well as
agriculture and forestry.

16.Avoid unintentional starting. Do not carry the tool without disconnect the
plug and be sure the tool is switched off.

17.Use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use when operating a
power tool outdoors.

18.1f operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a
residual current device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces
the risk of electric shock.

19.Store idle tools. \When not in use, tools should be stored in a dry, locked-up
place out of reach of children.

Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter blade. Do not remove
cut material or hold material or hold material to be cut when blades are
moving. Make sure the switch is off when clearing jammed material. A
lapse of concentration while operating the hedge trimmer may result in
serious personal injury.

. Carry the hedge trimmer by the handle with the cutter blade stopped.

Electrical safety

1. Always ensure the safety guard supplied is fitted before using the
hedge trimmer.

2. Never attempt to use an incomplete machine or one fitted with an
unauthorized modification

3. Check cutting blades regularly for damage, and if damaged repair
immediately

4. Keep cable away from the cutting area and check the cable for damage
before starting work

5. Do not start the hedge trimmer with the blade sheath fitted

6. Take care not to overload the hedge trimmer which it is not intended,
l.e. you are allowed to use the hedge trimmer only to cut hedges shrubs
and perennials

7. Always be sure of your footing when using steps and when using your
hedge trimmer

8. Never run when using your hedge trimmer.

9. Heavy duty gloves should always be worn when using the hedge
trimmer

10.Be careful during adjustment of placing your fingers between moving
blades and fixed parts of the machine

11. During transportation and storage of the hedge trimmer, keep the
blades covered at all times with blade sheath.

12.The use of a residual current device (R.C.D) with a tripping current of
no more than 30mA is recommended.

13.Do not try grasp or remove hedge clippings when the hedge trimmer is
running. Only remover hedge clippings when the appliance is switched
off and disconnected from the mains supply.

14.Carry the hedge trimmer at the handle while the cutter blade is not
running. Always ensure guard supplied is fitted when transporting or
storing the hedge trimmer. Careful operation reduces the injury by the
cuter blade.

15.Keep cable away from the cutting area. Be aware that during operation
the cable may be covered in hedge clipping and could be cut
inadvertently.

16.1f the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer,
its service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a
hazard.

24 If the insulation on a power cable or extension lead is found to be cut
or damaged, do not touch it! Disconnect the power supply immediately
and have the damaged cable replaced.

25.Do not repair damaged cables.
26.Always follow the manufacture’s instructions.

Preparing to assemble the hedge trimmer

Assemble the guard

Insert the guard into the slots as illustrated in and use two screws to fix the guard securely.

To prevent excessive strain on the cable connections, the hedge trimmer is fitted with a cable
restraint.

Before switching on, push a loop of cable through the space in the handle and secure it over the
cable restraint.

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Operation

A Warning!

Before switching on, make sure that all personnel, particularly children and domestic animals, are
at a safe distance. Inspect the hedge to be trimmed and make sure that there are no obstacles,

or foreign objects in the work area. If any parts are missing, damaged or broken, do not operate
your hedge trimmer until all damaged parts have been replaced or repaired. Failure to do so could
result in serious personal injury.

Before starting your hedge trimmer, remove blade sheath as illustration

Hold the rear handle with one gloved hand. Squeeze the ON/OFF switch. With the other gloved
hand, hold the front handle and grip the safety switch.The hedge trimmer will then start.

To switch the hedge trimmer OFF, release either the safety switch or the ON/OFF switch.

Cutting hedge

A Warning!

Before using this hedge trimmer, make sure that you have read all of the safety instructions.
Be aware of the position of the cable at all times. Keep it away from the blade.

When operating unit, check for the following:

Wear eye protection and heavy clothing.

Hold front handle with one hand and auxiliary handles with the other hand.

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Operation

1. Start trimming at the point nearest to the electricity supply and work away from it.
2. Keep the mains cable behind you at all times. Make sure that it is not in the path of the blade.

3. When trimming the blade should be tilted towards the hedge. Always trim from the bottom
upwards.

4. Trim the sides of the hedge first and then trim the top.
5. If the branches are very long, they should be cut back in several stages.

6. Make sure that there are no hard objects in the hedge such as railings, that could damage the
blade.

7. If the blade becomes jammed, switch off and disconnect from the mains supply before clearing
the obstruction.

8. Do not force the hedge trimmer to cut over sized branches. These should be cut by hand using
secateurs or shears.

@ Note! Evergreen hedges and shrubs that retain their leaves in the winter, should be trimmed in
April and August.

Conifers and other fast growing shrubs can be trimmed every six weeks from May onwards,
throughout the growing season.

Before cleaning, inspecting or repairing your unit, make sure the switch is off. Disconnect the plug
from mains.

Cleaning

A Warning! Before lubricating, make sure your hedge trimmer is disconnected from the mains
supply. Apply the oil so that it runs between the two blades.

Never use water or chemical cleaners to clean your power tool. Wipe clean with a dry cloth.
Always check the cutting head and guard before each use.

Always store your power tool in a dry place.

Keep the motor ventilation slots clean.

Have the unit professionally repaired should any damage parts.

Do not allow cuttings and other debris to become dry and hard on any of the hedge trimmer
surfaces. This will directly affect the cutting performance.

Make sure that the blade is kept clean of all cuttings and other debris.

8. For easier operation and longer life, lubricate the cutting blades before and after each use.

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Storage

Make sure that the hedge trimmer has been thoroughly cleaned before storing it in a clean dry
place out of the reach of children.

Always fit the transportation blade guard when storing the hedge trimmer

Storage

1. Switch the product off and disconnect it from power supply before transporting it anywhere.
2. Attach the blade sheath.
3. Always carry the product on its gripping surfaces.

4. Protect the product from any heavy impact or strong vibrations which may occur during
transportation in vehicles.

5. Secure the product to prevent it from slipping or falling over.
