An omni polar switch with minimum aperture of 3mm between 
contacts; in line with the electrical load and local standards, must 
be placed between the appliance and the network in the case of 
direct connection to the electrical network.
The minimum distance between the support surfaces of the 
cooking pots on the hob top and the lowest part of the cooker 
hood must be at least 65cm.
