More About Bluetooth
Bluetooth is a technology that enables Bluetooth-compliant devices to interconnect easily with each
other using a short wireless connection.

¢ A Bluetooth device may cause noise or malfunction, depending on usage, if:

— Apart of your body is in contact with the receiving/transmitting system of the Bluetooth
device or the Soundbar.

— Itis subject to electrical variation from obstructions caused by a wall, corner, or office partition.

— Itis exposed to electrical interference from same frequency-band devices including medical
equipment, microwave ovens, and wireless LANs.

e Pair the Soundbar with the Bluetooth device while they are close together.

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Adjusting the Soundbar volume
