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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Carefully read the instructions for use before using the
washer dryer.

Please, do not use the washer dryer without reading
and understanding these instructions or use first.

These instructions for use of a washer dryer are
supplied with different types or models of washer
dryer. Therefore, they may include descriptions

of settings or equipment that are not available in your
washer dryer.

Failure to observe the instructions for use or inappropriate
use of the washer dryer may result in damage to the
laundry or the appliance, or injury to the user. Keep the
instruction manual handy, near the washer dryer.

This appliance is intended to be used in household.
If the washer dryer is used for professional, for-profit
purpose or purpose exceeding normal use in a household,
or if the washer dryer is used by a person who is not a
consumer, the warranty period shall be equal to the shortest
warranty period required by relevant legislation.

Follow the instructions for correct installation of the
washer dryer and connection to the water and power mains
(see chapter »INSTALLATION AND CONNECTION«).

Connection to water and power supply has to be executed
by an adequately trained technician or expert.



Any repair and maintenance pertaining to safety or
performance should be done by trained experts.

To avoid danger, a damaged power cord may only be
replaced by the manufacturer, a service technician, or an
authorized person.

Before connecting the washer dryer to the power
mains, wait for at least 2 hours until it reaches room
temperature.

This product must be serviced by an authorized
Service Center, only use approved spare parts by
authorized manufacturers.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair the
appliance yourself. Repairs carried out by inexperienced
persons may cause injury or more serious malfunctioning.
Refer to your local Service Center, and always insist on
genuine spare parts.

In case of incorrect washer dryer connection, incorrect
use, or servicing by an unauthorized person, the user shall
bear the cost of any damage as such damage shall not be
covered by warranty.

The washer dryer may not be connected to the power
mains using an extension cord.

Do not connect the washer dryer to power mains using

an external switching device such as a programme timer, or
connect it to power mains that is regularly switched on and
off by the power supply provider.



Do not connect the washer dryer to an electrical outlet
intended for an electric shaver or hair dryer.

The power socket has to be safely earthed, and the water
supply should be unimpeded.

Do not install the washer dryer in a room where the
temperature can drop to below 5°C, as washer dryer
parts may be damaged in case of water freezing.

Place the washer dryer on a level and stable solid (concrete)
base.

If the washer dryer is placed on an elevated stable base, the
washer dryer has to be additionally secured against tipping.

Before the first use of the washer dryer, remove the
transport screws, as switching on a blocked washer dryer

can result in serious damage (see chapter »INSTALLATION AND
CONNECTION/Removing the transport screws«). Warranty
shall be void in cases of such damage.

To connect the washer dryer to water supply, make sure to
use the supplied water supply hose and gaskets. Water pressure
has to be between 0.1—1 MPa (1-10 bar; 1-10 kp/cm?;

10—-100 N/cm?).

Always use a new water supply hose to connect the washer
dryer to water supply; do not reuse an old water supply hose.

The end of the water discharge hose should reach into a water
drain line.



Before the start of the washing cycle, press the door on the
indicated spot until it locks into place. The door cannot be
opened during washing machine operation.

We recommend removing any impurities from the
washer dryer drum before the first wash using the
Drum clean programme (see PROGRAMME TABLE).

After the washing cycle, close the water tap and pull out
the washer dryer plug from the power socket.

Only use agents for washer dryer and care of laundry.
We shall not be responsible for any damages or
discolouration of gaskets and plastic parts resulting from
incorrect use of bleaching or colouring agents.

When descaling, only use descaling agents with added
anti-corrosion protection. (Only use non-corrosive descaling
agents.) Follow the manufacturer's instructions. Finish the
descaling process with several rinse cycles or by running the
Drum clean (Self-cleaning programme) in order to remove
any residual acid (e.g. vinegar etc.).

M\ Do not use detergents that contain solvents as this could
lead to release of poisonous gases, damage to the washer
dryer, and risk of fire and explosion.

The washer dryer is not intended for use by persons
(including children) with physical or mental impairments,
or persons with lacking experience and knowledge.

The warranty does not cover consumables, minor
deviations in colour, increased noise that results from
appliance age and which does not affect the functionality of
the appliance, and aesthetic defects on components, which
do not affect the functionality and safety of the appliance.

CHILD SAFETY

Before closing the washer dryer door and running the
programme, make sure there is nothing except laundry in the

Keep the detergent and conditioner out of reach of children.

Do not let children younger than three years come
near the appliance, unless they are under constant
supervision.

If you intend to move the washer dryer after it has

been installed, then it should be blocked by inserting

the transport screws (see chapter »INSTALLATION AND

Items that have been soiled with substances such as cooking
oil, acetone,alcohol, petrol,kerosene, spot removers,
turpentinewaxes and wax removers should be washed in

hot water with an extra amount of detergent before being
dried in the tumble dryer.

Items such as foam rubber (latex foam), shower caps,
waterproof textiles,rubber backed articles and clothes or
pillows fitted with foam rubber pads should not be dried
in the tumble dryer.

Fabric softeners, or similar products, should be used as
specified by the fabric softener instructions.

Remove all objects from pockets such as lighters and
matches.



WARNING: Never stop a tumble dryer before the end of the
drying cycle unless all items are quickly removed and spread
out so that the heat is dissipated.

WARNING: The appliance must not be supplied through
an external switching device, such as a timer, or connected
to a circuit that is regularly switched on and off by a utility.

For appliances with ventilation openings in the base, a carpet
must not obstruct the openings.

The appliance must not be installed behind a lockable door,
a sliding door or a door with a hinge on the opposite side to
that of the tumble dryer, in such a way that a full opening of
the tumble dryer door is restricted.

Always choose highly efficient detergents that do not foam and which are intended for front-loading
appliances.

The choice of detergent depends on the type, soil level, laundry colour, and washing temperature.

¢ White residues (streaks etc.) on black laundry may appear if you are using modern phosphate-
free detergents. In such case, brush the streaks and use a liquid detergent.

Only use detergent intended for appliances for household use.

Descaling agents may damage the appliance. Do not wash the clothes that were cleaned with
solvents or flammable substances.

Observe the manufacturer's instructions on detergent dosing.

Excessive amount of detergent may result in foaming that in turn impairs washing efficiency. If the
appliance senses excessive foaming, it may prevent the spin cycle from taking place. If the amount
of detergent is too small, the laundry may no longer be white after a while. It could also result in
accumulation of limescale in the drum and the pipes.

Wash new coloured garments separately the first time.

Wash heavily soiled laundry in smaller amounts, with more powder detergent or with a pre-wash
cycle.

Apply a special stain remover on stubborn stains before the wash. We recommend referring to
STAIN REMOVAL TIPS.

If you often wash laundry at low temperatures and with liquid detergents, bacteria may spawn
which can cause odour in the washer dryer. To prevent such odour, we recommend occasionally
running the Drum Clean.

We recommend avoiding washing very small amounts of laundry as this will lead to excessive use
of energy and poorer washer dryer performance.

Loosen any folded laundry before putting it into the drum.
Only use detergents for washer dryer.

Add powder or liquid detergents as instructed by the manufacturer, according to the washing
temperature and selected washing programme.

When using highly concentrated detergents, use special-purpose dosing cups (supplied with the
detergent) and place them directly in the appliance drum.

If water hardness exceeds 14°dH, water softener should be used. Heater damage resulting from
incorrect use of water softeners shall not be covered by the warranty. Check the information on
water hardness with your local water supply company or authority.

Use of chlorine-based bleaches is not recommended as they can damage the heater.

If you use a descaling agent, bleach, or dye, only use the kind that is suitable for use in the
appliance.

Do not use solvents or similar chemicals (e.g. paint thinner, turpentine, gasoline etc.)!

Do not add hardened lumps of powder detergent into the detergent dispenser as this may clog the
piping in the washer dryer.

When using thick liquid laundry care products, we recommend diluting them with water to prevent
clogging the detergent compartment drain.
Liquid detergents are intended for washing programmes without a prewash cycle.

At higher spinning rates, there will be less residual moisture in the laundry. As a result, drying in a
tumble dryer will be more economical and faster.
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STAIN REMOVAL TIPS

Before using special-purpose stain removers, try using the natural methods that do not harm the
environment on less stubborn stains.

However, prompt action is required! Soak the stain with an absorbent sponge or a paper towel;
then, rinse with cold (lukewarm) water — but never with hot water!

Soak or rinse the laundry in cold water and add stain remover if
necessary.

Soak or rinse the laundry with lukewarm soapy water. Then, apply
lemon juice and rinse.

Before washing in the washer dryer, apply stain removers on the
stain. You may also use denatured alcohol. Turn the garment inside
out and place a paper towel under the stain. Use the alcohol on the
back side of the stain. At the end of the pro-cess, thoroughly rinse
the garment.

Dilute some starch in water and apply it to the stain. When it dries,

scrape it off with a brush; then, wash the garment in the washer dryer.

Before washing in the washer dryer, soak the stains in lukewarm
water for at least half an hour. For easier stain re-moval, add an
enzyme-based stain remover.

Before washing in the washer dryer, soak the laundry in an
enzyme-based stain remover.

Grass stains can also be re-moved by soaking (for approx. 1 hour) in
diluted lemon juice or distilled vinegar.

Soak the garment in an enzyme-based stain remover. Soak in cold
water for at least 30 minutes or a few hours if the stains are stubborn.
Then, wash in the washer dryer.

Soak the garment in salt water. If the stain is not fresh, soak it with a
mixture of glycerine, ammonia and alcohol.

Stain removal

Fresh stain — rinse the garment with cool water and wash it in the
washer dryer.

Dried stain — soak the garment in an enzyme-based stain remover.
Then, wash in the washer dryer. If the stain does not vanish, try

to remove it with a bleach suitable for your garment.

Place the garment in a bag and put it in the freezer until the stain
hardens. Then, remove it with a blunt knife. Then, dilute the stain
with a prewash stain remover and rinse thoroughly. Then, wash the
laundry as usual.

Use a stain remover for the prewash; then, wash in the washer
dryer.

Before washing in the washer dryer, apply stain remover to the
stain. Then, rinse with hot water (as hot as the fabric will al-low).

Soak the garment in an enzyme-based stain remover. Soak for at
least 30 minutes or a few hours if the stains are stubborn. Then, wash
in the washer dryer.

Apply a mixture of salt and water on the stain. Leave to take effect
for a while, then rinse. You can apply sodium bicarbonate, distilled
vinegar or lemon juice on the stain before washing in the washer
dryer. For old stains, use glycerine. After 20 minutes, rinse with
cold water, then wash the laundry in the washer dryer.

Soak the laundry in cold water for at least 30 minutes. Also, use a
stain remover. Then, wash in the washer dryer.

Put the garment into the freezer until the wax hardens. Then, scrape
it off. Remove the remaining wax by placing a paper towel onto the
stain, and then heat it with an iron until the paper absorbs the wax.

Before washing in the washer dryer, rub liquid detergent
thoroughly into the stain.

Put the garment into the freezer until the chewing gum hardens.
Then, scrape it off. Then, wash in the washer dryer.
