• Place your appliance in an area that is not exposed to 

direct sunlight. 

• Your appliance should be placed at least 30cm away 

from stoves, ovens and other heating cores. 

• When your appliance is placed next to a chest freezer 

or freezer, there should be at least 10cms between 

them to prevent humidity on the outer surface. 

• Do not place anything on top of your appliance and 

install the unit in a suitable place so that there is at least 

5cm clearance around the appliance. 

• The rear of the appliance should be at least 6cm away 

from the back wall. 

• The appliance must be used in the vertical position and 

on a flat surface.  

• DO NOT place your appliance on a carpeted surface as 

this will prevent adequate ventilation. 

• This appliance should only be placed on a flat, firm 

surface. 

• Choose a dry and well-ventilated space.

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FIRST TIME USE 
   

 Your power cord may be stored behind the grille next to the 

temperature control dial. 

 

Your appliance may emit an odour upon first use. This is normal, and 

can be reduced either through use or wiping down all internal 

surfaces with warm water. 

 

Plug your appliance in. Ensure your appliance is set to “MAX” for first 

time use. This will start the compressor at which point there may be 

a bubbling sound. This is normal.

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USAGE INSTRUCTIONS 
   

The temperature in the appliance is controlled by the temperature 

control panel located on the front, at the bottom right. Press the 

‘SET’ button to enter the temperature setting mode. Each press of 

‘SET’ will change the temperature as indicated by the bar. After 5 

seconds of no input, the temperature is set. 

On the temperature control, ‘MIN’ is the warmest setting and 

‘MAX’ is the coldest setting. Under normal conditions the 

temperature control should be set to ‘NORMAL’. Once the 

temperature control has been set, we recommend that the door is 

not opened for a minimum of 4 hours to allow the appliance to 

reach the standard operating temperature. Setting ‘MIN’ is a low 

freeze setting and this means the temperature inside the product 

will be between -10 °C and -14 °C. Settings ‘NORMAL-MAX’ are 

freezing settings and this means the temperature inside the 

product will be between -12 °C and -26 °C. 

Note: The standard operating temperature for the freezer 

compartment should be between -18°C and -26°C. 
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USAGE INSTRUCTIONS 
   

Super Freeze 

Your appliance has a Super Freeze function, which lowers the 

temperature of the appliance quickly to its maximum. This is useful 

for quickly freezing large amounts of food. 

To activate the Super Freeze, press the ‘SET’ button through the 

temperature settings, and after the ‘MAX’ the ‘SUPER FREEZE’ light 

will illuminate, with the temperature bar turning off. In this mode, 

the unit will continuously freeze for 52 hours at maximum, before 

automatically setting at a normal freezing temperature. 
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DEFROSTING 
   

• Defrost twice a year or when a frost layer of approximately 7 

mm (1/4”) has formed.  

• 6 hours before the defrosting process, set the thermostat knob 

at the “SUPER” position to make sure the food is at the lowest 

temperature before removing the frozen foods. All food should 

be wrapped in several layers of newspaper and stored in a cool 

place (e.g., fridge or larder). 

• Switch off the appliance at the socket outlet and remove the 

mains plug from the socket. 

• Remove the freezer basket and ensure the lid remains open. 

Containers of warm water (never hot) may be placed carefully 

in the freezer to speed up the defrosting process. 

• Never use hairdryers, electrical heaters, or other electrical 

appliances for defrosting, only use the ice scraper provided.  

• When the ice has melted, drain the water in the bottom of the 

freezer by removing the plastic stopper in the bottom of the 

appliance (this is inside the appliance)  

• NOTE: KEEP THE PLASTIC STOPPER SAFE DURING THE DEFROSTING 

PROCESS AND REPLACE AFTER THE DEFROSTING PROCESS IS 

COMPLETE 

• A Drain cap is located on the front bottom left of the outside of 

the appliance. Place a container under the drain cap to catch 

the defrosted water. Unscrew the cap slowly so the drips out at 

first, once the cap is completely unscrewed the water will flow 

in to the container. This may take several attempts to drain all 

the water. After the draining has been completed, replace the 

cap in the appliance and rotate the drainage cap on the 

outside of the appliance.
