Move switch to Hard Floor setting to turn on the slow
brushrolls, which is optimal for bare floors and area rugs.

e Suction is powerful. Take care when vacuuming area rugs or rugs with delicately sewn edges.

¢ To minimise suction, refer to Suction Control section for more information on how to use.

Brushroll/soft roller does not spin.

¢ |f Brushroll Indicator Light on the floor nozzle turns red, the brushroll and/or soft roller have
stopped spinning. Immediately turn off and unplug vacuum. Disconnect the nozzle and
remove blockage, then reconnect and turn vacuum back on.
