8.Remove the original aid-closers from the upper
and lower doo¥, then install the aid-closers from
the manual bag.
9. Make the middle hinge reverse the direction
180C,then transfer it to the left property position.
Make the middle hinge pin in the upper hole of
the lower door, then tight the bolts.
10.Place the upperdoor back on.Ensure the
door is aligned horizontally andvertically so
that the seal are closed on allsides before
finally tightening the top hinge. Then insert
the hinge and screw it to the front of the
unit.
11. Unscrew the hinge pin and reverse the
hinge, then reinstall the hingepin.
12.Prise the hinge hole cover.
13.Fix the hinge on the left.
14. Fix the hingecover on the left and the
hinge hole cover on theright (the hinge
hole cover is placed in themanual bag).

Useful information

The following guidelinesand recommendations
are suggestedto obtain thebest results and
storage hygiene.

.Tostop anyexcess risein temperaturesthe door
should be closed assoon as possible.

Forhygienereasons, itis alwaysagood practise
to pack, wrapand cover thefood beforestoring.
Usea polythenebag tostore rawmeat andplace

on the lowestshelf. Avoid contactwith cooked
food to prevent contamination.For safety

reason, storeraw meatfor twoto three days only.

.Cooked dishes must be stored in airtightcovered

containers.
.Food should coolto room temperature.

«Most vegetablesshould be blanchedand chilled

* It is advisable to write the first storage date on each
individual pack of the food to enable you to keep
record of the storage time.

* Make sure that the commercially frozen foodstuffs
were properly stored by the retailer.

» Make sure that frozen foodstuffs are transferred
from the food store to the freezer in the shortest
possible time.

« Once defrosted, food deteriorates rapidly and
cannot be refrozen.

* Do not exceed the storage period indicated by the
food manufacture.

» Do not store warm food or evaporating liquids in
the refrigerator.

* Do cover or wrap the food, particularly if it has a
strong flavour.

.Some fruits andvegetables likepineapples,
melons, tomatoes, and cucumbers should be
wrapped in polythene bags.

.Do not leavefrozen foodat room temperature to
thaw. You could defrost the foodby putting itin
the fridge tothaw slowly. Avoid dropping food
juices of the defrosted food on to other food.

* The maximum quantity of food which can be frozen in
24 hrs. is shown on the rating plate.

* The freezing process takes 24 hours. No further food
to be frozen should be added during this period.

*Only freeze top quality, fresh and thoroughly cleaned,
foodstuffs.

* Prepare food in small portions to enable it to be
rapidly and completely frozen. It also ensure that only
the necessary quantity of food is thawed at each time.

« Separate fresh or unfrozen food from the frozen food,
thus avoiding a rise in temperature of the latter.

« Lean foods can be stored better and longer than fatty
ones; salt reduces the storage time of food.

* Ices, if consumed immediately after getting from the
freezer compartment, can possibly leave ice burn on
the skin.

Light bulb replacement

Power failure
In case thereis a powerfailure, youshould
take thefollowing actions:

If it lastsless than 24 hours, keepthe doors
closed. This willallow the stored food tostay
cold as longas possible. Ifit lasts morethan

24 hours, itis advised toempty the freezer
compartment and temporarily storethe food

in a portablefreezer orusing artificial ice packs.
Try tostay coldfor as longas possible.

Remarks: Full appliancewill staycold longer
than a partiallyfilled one.If icecrystals arestill
visible on thefood, it may be frozen again,
although flavour andaroma may be affected. If
food is found to bein a poorcondition, it isbest
to throw itaway.

Short vacation

There is noneed to disconnectthe appliance
from the mainsif you willbe awayfor twoto
three weeks. Use up theperishable food.

Long vacation

Remove all thefood if youare awayfor three
weeks or more. Unplug theappliance and leave
the doors opento provide air circulation to
prevent odourand mould.
