Installation

& Caution: Always operate this product on
a flat horizontal surface.

 Carefully remove all packaging materials and
dispose of correctly.

* Ensure the supply cable is not caught under
the appliance.

* Do not operate under or near curtains or other
combustible materials

* Do not place the appliance near a heat source
or in direct sunlight.




Electrical connection

& Any electrical work that is required to
install this appliance MUST be carried out by

Plug replacement (UK & Ireland only)

a qualified electrician.

Before making any electrical connections,
ensure that:

Do not bend, stretch or pull the supply cable to
avoid electric shock.

Ensure the power socket is suitable for the
maximum power of the machine.

The supply voltage should be the same as that
indicated in the technical specifications and
the appliance rating plate.

If the socket outlets in your home are not
suitable for the plug supplied with this unit
check with a qualified electrician for
replacement.

The use of adapters, multiple connectors or
extension cables are not recommended.

The appliance must be connected to a 220-
240 volt 50Hz AC supply by means of a three
pin socket, suitably earthed and protected by
a 5 amp fuse.

Should the fuse need to be replaced, a 5 amp
fuse approved to BS1362 must be used.

The plug contains a removable fuse cover that
must be refitted when the fuse is replaced. If
the fuse cover is lost or damaged, the plug
must not be used until a replacement cover
has been fitted or the plug is replaced.

A damaged plug should be cut off as close to
the plug body as possible, the fuse should be
removed and the plug disposed of safely.

Should you need to replace the plug; the wires
in the power cable are coloured in the following
way:

Blue — Neutral ‘N’

Brown — Live ‘L’

As the colours of the wires in the power cable
may not correspond with the coloured markings
identifying the terminals in your plug, and
proceed as follows:

The blue wire must be connected to the terminal
that is marked with the letter N.

The brown wire must be connected to the
terminal that is marked with the letter L.

If power supply cord is damaged, it must
replaced by the manufacturer or its service
agent or a similar qualified person in order to
avoid a hazard.

User Instructions

Before first use

Setting up the shredder

1. Remove the shredder from the packaging
and unwind the cord to its full length.

2. Place the waste bin on a firm level surface in
a stable upright position.

3. Put the small bin into the slot inside the
waste bin.

4. This appliance is equipped with a safety
system. If the shredder head and waste bin
are not correctly in place, the appliance will
not function.

5. Take the main unit and put it onto the waste
bin.

6. Make sure both power switch and function
switch is in “OFF” position.

7. Connect the plug to the 220-240V AC mains.

Using your appliance \

1. AUTO mode (I~

» Turn the Power ON/OFF switch to “ON”
position.

» To use this mode, turn the function switch to
“Auto”.

Using your appliance

3. REVERSE mode ( I )
* Turn the function switch to “REV” position.

* The cutting blade in shredder will run in

reverse direction.

Paper jam AUTO OFF REV
* Turn the function switch to “REV” position to e o o
let the cutting blade running in reverse
direction. Then the paper will come out from I
the throat.

* Pull out the paper carefully to clear the throat.

* Once the jammed paper is removed, turn the
function switch to “AUTO” position for normal

operation.

Empty the waste bin

» Switch off the unit and disconnect from the AC
mains.

* Remove the main unit from the bin and put on
the floor.

* Empty the bin.

* Place the bin on the floor after empty and put
the main unit back. Make sure it is positioning
in good condition.

e Connect to the AC mains.

& Note: Always empty the bin while it is
full to avoid hazard.




Care and Maintenance

& Important: Always unplug the appliance from the power socket during cleaning and

maintenance.

* Never use any sharp instruments or abrasive substances, soap, household cleaner, detergent or wax

polish for cleaning.

* Use luke warm water to clean the cabinet of the appliance and wipe it dry.
* Never clean the appliance with flammable fluids. It could cause a damage and fire hazard.
* Ensure the unit is dry before connect to the mains.

Problem

* Insert the mains plug.

* Check the protection devices and
fuses.

* Turn the Power ON/OFF switch
to“ON” position.

* Allow the motor to cool down to
room temperature (approx. 30mins)
before resuming operation. Do not
overfed the shredder.
